Dear Jump Rope Coach,

Welcome to the USA Jump Rope Region 2 Championship on Saturday April 28, 2012.  Tri-Force Jump Rope is proud to host this competition as a qualifier for both the Gold Rush Classic on June 20, 2012 and the US National Championships June 21-24, 2012 in Long Beach, CA.

The competition will be held at North Raleigh Christian Academy, 7300 Perry Creek Road, Raleigh, NC 27616.
Coaches are encouraged to download and read the 2012 USA Jump Rope Competition and Judges Rules Books as there are a few changes for this year.  

While this tournament is a qualifying tournament for Nationals, we welcome jumpers to participate in an Open/ Non-Qualifying Division as space allows.  Jumpers that register in the Open/Non-Qualifying Division are eligible to receive awards if they should place in 1st-6th place of their events, however, they are not eligible to then decide to choose to advance to Nationals if they should place in the top 5 (1st-5th places) or as alternates to go to Nationals if they should end up in 6th or 7th place.    
Coaches must clearly indicate which jumpers are intending to qualify for Nationals and which jumpers desire to just compete in an Open/Non-Qualifying position.

An 8-under division has been added to the regional competition this year, all athletes in this division will be registered as non-qualifiers.  If an 8 year old competitor would like to be eligible for nationals, they must register and compete in the 9-10 age group.

Please be aware of the following team/individual entry limits for Speed/Power and Freestyle Events:

     Speed/Power:
1. Unlimited entries except for 3 minute speed
2. Five (5) entry limit for 3-minute speed

     Freestyle:
1. Within each freestyle age/event category, coaches are to enter all jumpers in order of priority.
2. Tournament Directors are to take entries that intend to qualify for Nationals from each list so that all teams have an equal number of entries.
3. If this process results in less than 40 entries, additional entries can be taken from each team equitably.

4. Once all competitors attempting to qualify have been placed using the above criteria, the non-qualifier division entries may be selected providing that all teams with non-qualifiers are represented equitably.

5. In the event that the number of empty slots is less than the number of teams with additional entries, no additional entries are allowed.
Coaches please also pay attention to the following sections in the 2012 Competition Rule Book:

· Rule Changes for 2012 on pages 3-4;

· Wildcarding on pages 5-6
· Substitutes and Alternates on page 6
· Coaches Boxes in Speed and Freestyle Stations – Only coach or coach of record will be allowed in the coach’s box.  A team may declare more than one coach provided they are not registered athletes and must be named at time of registration. 
Teams are required to supply a minimum of 1 judge for every 4 competitors, however, it is always helpful if teams can provide additional judges and official volunteers to help the tournament run smoothly by allowing for alternates and substitutions as necessary.  All judging candidates must have attended a 2012 Judges Certification Clinic and should be current USAJR members.

Jumpers placing in the top 5 (1st through 5th place) in their event at the regional tournament qualify to compete in that event at Nationals.  Jumpers coming in 6th or 7th place are alternates for Nationals.  Coaches are required to notify me, as the Tournament Director, as soon as possible following the tournament if any of their qualified jumpers are not able to attend Nationals so that I can notify the alternates that they became eligible in a timely fashion.  

This Regional Tournament is also a Qualifying Tournament for the Gold Rush Classic (GRC).  The GRC is a one day national tournament open to all jumpers in the 14 and younger age divisions in the following events: Single Rope Speed (both 1 min. and 3 min.); Single Rope Speed Relay; Double Dutch Speed Relay; Double Dutch Pairs Speed; Single Rope Freestyle, and Double Dutch Single Freestyle.  Jumpers competing in any of these events at the regional tournament are eligible to compete in those events at the GRC, however, jumpers cannot compete in the same event at both the GRC and Nationals.  
Athletes that win 1st place in an event at the Gold Rush Classic qualify to compete in that event in the National Age Division Championships.
Eligible jumpers may choose to compete in both the GRC and the National Age Division Championships, but may not compete in the same event in both tournaments.  You should be aware that the GRC and Nationals are separate tournaments and they each have their own registration fees. Please mail one Tournament Registration Form and One Articles of Understanding per athlete and the complete Tournament Registration Package (Competitor/Judge Sign-Up Sheets) along with the Tournament entry fee of $50 for each competitor to:  USA Jump Rope, P.O. Box 569, Huntsville, TX 77342-0569 before the Tournament registration deadline of March 28, 2012.  Please note that there is a $10 late fee per competitor for any Late Registrations received after the registration deadline.  Also, please mail or email a completed Tournament Registration Packet to the Tournament Director (Competitor/Judge Sign-Up sheets) by the tournament registration deadline for entry into the computer system.
